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Regents meet here

The UT System Board of Re-
gents held its first meeting at UT
Tyler since 1987 beginning at 10a.m.
today said President George F. Hamm,

Regents, who are appointed by
the Governor, serve a six year term
with three appointments made every
two years. The exception to the six-
year term are appointments made to
fill unexpired terms.

This will be the first meeting of
the Board since Chancellor Hans
Mark submitted his resignation this
month, to become effective Sept. 1,
1992, in order to return to teaching.

In a letter addressed to Chair-
man Louis A. BeecherlJr., Mark gave
two reasons for resigning: First he
wrote, “September 1, 1992 will be
my eighth anniversary as chancellor.
By then I will have served longer than

The Regents arrived in Tyler
Wednesday. The Board is expected
to consider such items as appoint-
ments, funding, construction and gifts.

Students do screening

Thirty-seven nursing students
from UT Tyler will be involved in
assisting the Tyler Independent
School District in its annual scoliosis
screening of middle school students.

The screening, which began
Tuesday, Feb. 11, is part of a State
mandated medical prevention pro-
gram.

Marion Rowe, associate pro-
fessor of UTT Community Health
Nursing,will supervise the students in
conducting the screening, in con-
junction with Joyce Boulter, head of
the Division of Nursing with TISD.

The students will conduct the
scoliosis screening testas part of their
nursing curriculum and will the first
time that UT nursing students have
participated.

“This 4s part of our program
outside hospital walls and will give
nurses experience in community ser-
vice,” said Rowe.

The “bending test” will be the
students’ primary tool in the screen-
ing and is the prevention program’s
initial screening for middle-school
students. The bending test allows
nurses to view shoulders and backs
and look for detectable problems.
Children identified as having poten-
tial problems will be screened again
and then, if necessary, be referred to

their family physician or a doctor of
orthopedics. ,
According to Rowe one in ten
adolescents have some degree of
scoliosis, yet only 2 percent need
treatment. Severe curves, greater than
40 degrees, occur eight times more
frequently in girls than boys.
Unfortunately, 85 percent of
all cases of scoliosis have no known
cause and are called idiopathic. The
condition is usually detected between
theagesof 10and 14, when the growth
spurt begins. :
When left untreated scoliosis
and kyphosis can be a source of sig-
nificant pain in adult life. ;
The screening will be held
through Feb 13 in all TISD middle
schools.

Demos Frostbitten

Snow, in even the most remote areas of New Hampshire, must most
surely be melting by now. Not because of the sun’s return to New England, but
because of the heat being generated by political fires.

Feb. 18 marks what has long been the most important battle in American
politics: the New Hampshire primaries. No aspiring presidential candidate
since 1952 has won that lofty office without first winning their party’s
competition in New Hampshire.

As the first presidential primary, New Hampshire is where candidates
receive what George Bush called “The Big Mo.” And, while candidates have
won their party’s presidential nomination without a New Hampshire victory,
that state’s propensity for picking presidents has so far been 7 and 0.

This year, New Hampshire’s Mo-mentum should be just as strong for
Bush, mainly because challenger Pat Buchanan is more of a protest vote than
an actual candidate. Let’s not mention the Klansman.

For the five Democratic candidates, however, New Hampshire’s Mo
may be essential if the Democrats are to have any chance in earning the
presidency this time around. The potential momentum generated from winning
in New Hampshire can propel an unlikely unknown into stardom on Super
Tuesday—when many states including Texas hold primaries on the same
day—March 10.

This Big Mo, if it is large enough, can elect almost anyone. Just ask
Jimmy Carter.

Unfortunately, if you happen to be a Democrat, much of the Mo may be
sapped out of the Democratic race if there’s not a sure, clear winner in New
Hampshire. And there won’t be.

The second session, “Educa-
tion: The Public and Private Out-
look,” will be held in Dallas in March;
the third, entitled “The Border: Two
Worlds Along the Rio Grande,” will
be held in El Paso in May.

The fourth, “Texas: The Arts
and Humanities,” will be held in Fort
Worth in September, with the fifth
session, to be held in Houston in
December, “Science and Technol-
ogy: The Future of Texas.”

Lundberg-Love is a frequent
speaker at national, regional and lo-
cal meetings, and has been the re-
cipient of several research grants,
including funding by the Hogg Foun-
dation for her research on long-term
consequences of sexual abuse. She is
conducting continuing research and
treatment programs concerning adult

about Texas and the issues and prob-
lems Texas faces, and wants to “heln

enhance awareness of issues sur-
rounding women and children in the
state of Texas ag it pertains to fam:'y
violence issues.”

In her work with sexually
abused children Lundberg-Love
deals with problems faced by the

victims of family violence, such as
emotional problems and shortages
of shelters and foster homes. She
says she feels that if more money
was spent on preventive measures
such as education and shelters for
victims of family violence there
would be less need for prisons and
prison spending.
