President to complete service Aug. 31

Dr. George F. Hamm has announced plans to complete his service as president of
UT Tyler on Aug. 31, 1997. Hamm, 65, has served as president of the university since
1981.

“With each succeeding year, Janie and | have accumulated greater numbers of
friends and more enduring relations. The university has grown significantly in stature
because of its ever increasing numbers of generous benefactors,” Hamm stated in a
letter to Dr. William H. Cunningham, chancellor of The UT System.

“Much remains to be done during the 1996-97 academic year, including the formal
dedication of the Fine and Performing Arts Center, the enroliment of the initial
engineering class and continued expansion of regional academic programs. These are
the building blocks for launching the university into a new era,” he stated.

“Accordingly, as | continue to work to bring closure to these important projects, | have
decided that this is the appropriate time to announce my intention to complete my service
as president on Aug. 31, 1997,” he said.

“From an internal perspective, the academic administrators and the executive staff
are eminently qualified to carry this university into the 21st century with distinction. The
heart and soul of every university is, of course, the faculty. Ours is profoundly dedicated
and committed to their students and to academic excellence; they continue to serve
UT Tyler rather than accept opportunities elsewhere,” Hamm stated.

A.W. Riter Jr., UT Tyler Development Board chair, said “Dr. Hamm’s name is virtually
synonymous with that of UT Tyler. His service as president has enhanced the image and
presence of the university throughout this state and nation and in countries the world
over. His dedication and extraordinary energy, which he will continue to devote to the
university throughout this academic year, already have created a legacy of academic
excellence that will endure well into the next century.”

“Because of Dr. Hamm, our region enjoys broader educational opportunities and an
enhanced quality of life. For all that he has done for UT Tyler, for East Texas and for the
students of this university, we owe him an incredible debt of gratitude,” Riter said.

Hamm described his service at UT Tyler as “the best and happiest years of my
professional life.” Also, he said, “Janie and | will continue to live in Tyler and continue to
be actively involved in community, regional, national, and international endeavors, which
as you know, offer abundant opportunities for meaningful service.”

Before moving to Washington in 1985, Kristol taught at the John F. Kennedy School of
Government of Harvard University and at the University of Pennsylvania. His writing in the
fields of political philosophy and American politics has appeared in such journals as the
Chicago Law Review, Commentary and The Public Interest.
